ORDINANCE 20 — 25. AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF CAPE CORAL, FLORIDA, THAT AMENDS THE CITY OF CAPE CORAL, FLORIDA OFFICIAL
ZONING DISTRICT MAP OF ALL PROPERTY WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF CAPE
CORAL, BY REZONING PROPERTY DESCRIBED AS LOTS 1 THROUGH 4, AND LOTS 69

TO COMMERCIAL (C) ZONE, AND BY REZONING PROPERTY DESCRIBED AS LOTS 67 AND
68, BLOCK 1750, UNIT 45, CAPE CORAL SUBDIVISION, FROM SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL
(R1) TO COMMERCIAL (C) ZONE; PROPERTY LOCATED AT 701 MOHAWK PARKWAY;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
